Why good attendance is important:

• Helps your child feel part of the class and school community.

• Supports consistent progress in learning.

How we can work together:

• Aim for 96% attendance or above.

• Arrive on time – If your child arrives at school after 8.45am, they must enter through the main 

office and sign the late book. 

• Let us know as early as possible if your child is unwell or cannot attend.

How you can help:

• Book holidays outside of term time.

• Schedule appointments outside of school hours where possible.

We use:

• Restorative conversations

• Logical Consequences

• Individual support plans (if needed)

Winter Uniform
