Maths 

This term our focus will be on fractions and decimals 
where we will be learning formal written column 

methods of these and will gain lots of exposure to 
seeing the calculations presented visually in a 

multitude of ways.  Once confident with the methods, 
we will be solving word problems. 

RE 

Jewish Faith – Our RE topic is ‘How do festivals and 
family life show what matters to Jewish people?’, where 
we will be exploring Jewish beliefs about God, sin and 
forgiveness and learning about the significance of the 
story of Exodus.

Throughout the term, pupil will compare the Mayans 

with Britain c900AD, while linking to the topic of 
chocolate. They will infer how the ancient Maya valued 

cocoa and describe the role of the Mayan gods and 
goddesses. 

PSHE – Health Education 
Children will understand consequences, such as how 
tiredness impact their actions, the dangers of screen 

time and why exercise is good for us.
